The S.C. State Fire Marshal serves over the Fire and Life Safety Division of the SC 
Department of Labor, Licensing and Regulation, and is responsible for oversight of the 
state's 208 acre Fire Academy, the statewide Emergency Response Task Force, and state 
fire safety regulations. 
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
